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Church Building Update

It has been an interesting 2009-2011 for our church building. The Ottawa
congregation has survived and has thrived from the experiences of the past
year. We have learned how to have difficult conversations and how to work
as a group, even though we donot
have communities of peace, love, joy, and hope.

Our building is not the focus of our mission but it is one tool that we have
to help fulfildl our mi ssi on, Chri
Poverty and end Suffering, Pursue Peace on Earth; Develop Disciples t
Serve; and Experience Congregations in Mission.

They will be looking at how we stop the water from entering the
buil ding. The building committee
per son, as yet unassignedo) wi ||
building functioning: grass cutting / snow removal / annual health and
safety audit / day-to-day needs. Please keep these individuals in you
prayers.

The envelope consultant that was originally working on recommendations
for the building, prior to us leaving the building, has been re -engaged. They
have been re-familiarizing themselves with the issues, and will be providing
us with a roadmap of what we should consider for eliminating the water
infiltration into the building. They are looking forward once again to helping
us resolve these issues.

In July we had a tree fall on the south side of the building causing damage
to the roof. The damage from the falling tree to the west side of the build-
ing should be repaired soon. The local adjuster has recently sent his final
proposal into the Risk Management group in Independence. Risk Manage-
ment has gone back to the one contractor to request that they review their
numbers for part of the work. This should be done in a couple of days.
Once the revised numbers are received, the contract can be awarded and
the damage repaired. The insurance company will pay approximately
$28,000 for the repairs.

Renting: The Ottawa Spiritualists have decided not to return to our building
as they have found another location. Another group, the Ottawa Interfaith

group is presently renting the church on Tuesday evenings (Nov 1 to Dec 5)
and are considering future possibilities.
